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Abstract:

Quantum mechanics is one of our most successful physical theories.

Usually it is applied to describe behaviour of tiny pieces of matter but recently quantum effects are observed in more and more complex systems.

It therefore becomes legitimate to ask if “quantum weirdness” can manifest itself on the level of living organism?

We will briefly describe evidence and arguments showing that some organisms may utilise quantum features in order to gain biological advantage.

In the second part of the talk, we will introduce science research at Nanyang Technological University in Singapore as well as fellowships we offer for prospective PhD students.

We hope this will be of interest to the faculty members open to collaboration with Singapore and to students interested in pursuing their postgraduate career at NTU.
